2. If you do have a water 

problem in the house, either a 

slow leak or if you have 

extensive damage from an 

appliance break, flooding, etc., 

ensure that your are working 

with a certified water damage 

specialist who can 

professionally dry out your 

structure. Dry wall that is left 

moist, even if the floors are 

dried can cause mold. 

Additionally crawl spaces and 

sub flooring can also harbor 

mold if not properly dried. 

 

3. If you smell mold or see 

mold, do not cut into dry wall 

or flooring. This will cause 

more mold spores to release 

into the air. Call a specialist
